A NEW ESCHATOLOGICAL TEXT FROM QUMRAN (11QMELCIHISEDEK)

The article gives a transliteration and translation of the fragmentary text 11QMel-
chisedek, published by A. S. van der Woude («Oudtestamentische Studiiny, 14, 1965).
Melchisedek has a multi-functional eschatological image in this text. The hitherto known
pre-Christian tradition of Melchisedek (O, Jubilees, Flavius) allows no really satisfac-
tory explanation of either the Qumran image or the enigmatic figure of Melchisedek in
the N7 Epistle to the Hebrews, where he appears as forerunner of Christ, while Christ is
represented as Melchisedek incarnated. A derogatory tendency in the at,titudo towards
Melchisedek is revealed by the Hebrew traditjon (e. g., Nedarim, 32). According to
Epiphanius, the opinion was current among the Jews that Melchisedek was born of a
harlot (zé viév abziv eivar =bpvi, oaoi — Epiph., Haer. 55, 7,1). In ch. XXIII of the
Slavonic Henoch, on the other hand, the story is preserved of the miraculous birth of
Melchisedek as the result of an immaculate conception. In the author’s opinion this chap-
ter bears the imprint of a pre-Christian origin and is part of the same lost tradition about
Melchisedek which is reflected in 11QMelchisedek and, later, in the Epistle to the Heb-
rews. The anti-Melchisedek tradition attested in the Talmudijc literature and in the state-
ment recorded by Epiphanius probably represents the polemical reaction of certain Jewish
circles to the legend of Melchisedek’s miraculous birth reflected in the Slavonic Henoch
and also to the Qumran and Christian treatment of the Melchisedek imag:fe The ()umrm;
text about Melchisedek sheds new light on the enigmatic N 7 Bnistis 1o u]e. The QU
shows the relevance of the ancient Russian apocryphal tradition to the study of the

Qumran manuscripts (and vice versa).

A SCARAB OF THE VIZIER MONT(U)HOTP FROM
THE PUSHKIN MUSEUM COLLECTION

In the Pushkin Museum scarab I, Ia 2398, of carnelian, came from the V. S. Gole-
nishchev collection. It is oval in shape, the slightly protruding head is marked off from
the body by two scratched curved lines representing the wings, the legs are rendered by
oblique raised strips. On the flat surface of the brooch is engraved the figure of a man
seated before a sacrificial table. He is dressed in a leopard skin thrown OVer
one shoulder, the tail hanging down. On the man’s head is a small, close-fitting: round
wig of curled hair. He sits on a stool with a low, bent back and feet in the form of
lion’s paws. All the free space on the oval surface of the brooch is filled with @ meticu-

great, the vizier Mont(u)hotp» ,
The form of the scarab, with its schematically rendered legs, is characteristic of the
Saite period. The vizier's costume, the archaizing iconography of the figure,the care-
fully polished surface of the stone all argue for a date in the Saite period. ’
Scarab I, Ia, 2398 belonged to an otherwise unknown vizier of the XXVI dynasty
