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ABSTRACT: The phonemes /o/ and /a/ in the second prestress syllable are neu-
tralized after hard consonants, coinciding in the single sound [a]. Traditio-
nally, it was assumed that the phoneme /u/ in this position is pronounces as
[51] after hard consonants. However, since the middle of the 20th century it
was noted that, similar to indistinguishability of unstressed vowels /o/ and
/a/, the vowel /u/ also becomes involved in neutralization, i.e. pronuncia-
tion n[a]pokdn becomes possible. An experiment was carried out to study
the process of neutralization of the phonemes /11/, /o/ and /a/ in the speci-
fied position.
